Denim pants, pants with a drawstring or elastic top and pants with cargo-style external pockets are not permitted. Shorts, trousers, 3/4 pants and skirts can be worn, and must
SHIRTS be neat and clean. Denim of any colour must not be worn.
Shirts must have collars, sleeves and be clean. Shirts must have collars. Shirts may be worn out as long as
Shirts with turtle necks or mock turtle necks are also permitted. Golf shirts must be tucked in at all times. they are fitted and tailored. Shirts with a turtle neck or mock
In the clubhouse and carpark, tailored shirts may be worn outside the pants, if the shirt is specifically designed to be worn in turtle neck are acceptable.
