Subsequent to the Pennant Workshop held on July 24, and a B & D LGA Management Committee meeting on August 8, the B & D Match Committee has determined that the Pennant Regulations for 2010 will include the following changes.  
. 
Mid Week Silver Pennants

The maximum number of teams that a Club can nominate in the Silver competition will be two.   Maximum handicap 24.
If a Club has two teams:  Once a player has two games in a higher Division, she will be ineligible to play for the lower Division. 

If a Club has two equal teams:  Once a player has two games in one team she will be ineligible to play for the other team.





(There are no changes to the rules regarding Core Players.)
Weekend Pennants

Weekend Pennants will be played in Divisions, with the system of promotion and relegation, as used in Mid Week Pennants.  Teams will consist of five players and will be handicap match play, using ¾ of the handicap difference.  Maximum handicap used 34. 
If a Club has two teams:  Once a player has two games in a higher Division, she will be ineligible to play for the lower Division. 

If a Club has two equal teams:  Once a player has two games in one team she will be ineligible to play for the other team.





(There are no changes to the rules regarding Core Players.)
(This innovation is being trialed to equate the status of weekend pennants to that of mid week pennants, where the competition recognizes and rewards excellence.  Handicap match play is being used because this allows all teams to be competitive.  The B & D Match Committee will determine the teams in each Division for 2010.)   
Weekend Silver Pennants

Weekend Silver Pennants will not proceed in 2010.  (It is felt that the introduction of Divisions will encompass the aim proposed for that of weekend silver pennants.)  
Bronze Pennants

Bronze Pennants will continue to consist of five players, but will play handicap match play, using ¾ of the difference in handicaps.  Maximum handicap used 34.

(This is in response to Clubs having difficulty in finding players to field Silver teams, and needing to use ladies in the 19 – 24 handicap range; they then struggle to have a competitive Bronze team.  By playing Bronze Pennants off handicap, all teams will have the potential to be competitive. 
There is no change to the rule permitting the use of a potential bronze player for silver pennants, on two occasions.)
Pennant Points Scoring System

The system used in 2009 will continue.  Note that if there is a tie at the conclusion of the competition, a count back will be done on the overall number of individual game points accumulated.

Handicap Match Play

In Junior Pennants, Weekend Pennants and Bronze Pennants, matches will be played using ¾ of the difference in handicaps between the two players.

Competition Winners


A silver pennant and a felt pennant will be awarded to each winning ladies team.

Winning Junior teams will be awarded a felt flag, and each team member will receive a memento.
